Gregory Higby, quant a
lui a regu la médaille Urdang (USA) et la médaille Parmentier (France).
Enfin, le prix Edwards Kremers a été remise a Alain Touwaide (USA). Je
renouvelle mes félicitations a tous ces lauréats qui sont membres de notre
Académie. Ce congrés a ¢été 1’occasion d’entendre de nombreuses
communications et de voir des posters autour du sujet de la qualité des
médicaments, une préoccupation constante des pharmaciens depuis
I’origine. La création de I’'USP en 1920 a ainsi été célébrée dignement !
Certains d’entre nous ont pu bénéficier de visites orientées vers I’histoire
de la pharmacie au Musée national d’histoire américaine, a la

Bibliothéque nationale de médecine de Bethesda, au Musée de la
pharmacie Stabler-Leadbeater d’ Alexandria ou encore aux laboratoires de
la Pharmacopée américaine (USP) et du musée de I’USP.

Or nous
n’avons aucune information sur ce que cela signifie en pratique sur le plan
juridique et si la création d’une association a été faite sur place a cette
époque. Nous allons donc vérifier ce point avant toute chose et des
démarches sont déja en cours dans ce sens. Je vous tiendrais
réguliérement au courant sur ce point.

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Message from the president

Dear Colleagues, members of the International Academy of the History
of Pharmacy

Some of us were lucky enough to be part of the 44th International
Congress of the History of Pharmacy in Washington DC in early
September. | would like to thank the organizers who were able to arrange
things in the usual way, and to include the traditional ceremonial meeting
of our Academy in the programme. | would also like to thank the
Association of American Pharmacists who welcomed us to their
magnificent building.

The ceremonial meeting was an opportunity to welcome our two new
members; Marianna Karamanou from Greece (who unfortunately was not
able to be present due to a mandatory WHO meeting), and Michael
Monnich from Germany. I would like to welcome them both again now,
and we await with interest their contributions to Communications in the
future.

We also had the presentation of prizes and awards during the same
evening. Professor Pita from Portugal (who could not be there for health
reasons) received the Carmen Frances Prize (Spain) as well as the Catedra
Centerania Medal from Complutense University of Madrid (Spain).
Gregory Higby received both the Urdang Medal (USA) and the
Parmentier Medal (France). Finally, Alain Touwaide from France
received the Edwards Kremers Award (USA). | would like to reiterate by
congratulations to all of them, who are all members of our Academy.
The congress was an opportunity to hear many presentations and read a
large number of posters about the quality of medicines, a constant concern
of pharmacists from earliest times. The creation of the United States
Pharmacopeia was appropriately celebrated! Some of us were able to visit

locations related to the history of pharmacy: these included the National
Museum of American History, the U.S. National Library of Medicine
(Bethesda), the Stabler-Leadbeater Apothecary Museum in Alexandria,
and the USP laboratories and Museum in Rockuville.

During the congress in Washington, and more specifically during the
traditional lunch for members of the Academy, we discussed the subject
of my last editorial in Communications. This concerned the Statutes of
the Academy, and the need to file an official registration somewhere in
order to open a bank account in the name of the Academy, which has not
been possible to date. Our present treasurer, Axel Helmstidter, wishes to
go in this direction rather than to continue dealing with our (modest) funds
in his personal bank account.

The members who were present in Washington (about 25 of us) all agreed
to go ahead and to create an association in France (regulated by a French
law of 1901) which will allow us to open a bank account. There is
however a point to check first. It is indicated in our Statutes that the
Academy has its headquarters in The Hague (Netherlands). But we do not
have any information on this, nor the legal significance of such a
declaration, and we do not know if an actual filing of association was done
at that time. We will check this before doing anything else, and several
actions are now proceeding on this issue. | will keep you informed
regularly about it.

Our next congress will take place in Milan (Italy), and this promises to be
rich in places and information on the history of pharmacy. | would like to
take this opportunity to remind you that we now have two years to propose
new members to be welcomed at this congress in 2021.

TAUMATURGICAL SYRINGES. The exhibition of the curious
collection of the pharmacist Carletto Bergaglio in Vercelli
The highest remedy was just a lavatory

Today thanks to the forward-looking philanthropy of his niece, Paola
Negro, over three houndreds pieces of the original collection of the
pharmacist from Gavi, Carletto Bergaglio, are in Vercelli and will be
placed in the expanded Museum of Pharmacy Picciola.

This was confirmed on the 14" of April by Carlo Bagliani, owner and
researcher at the Museum of Pharmacy in Vercelli, during the
inauguration of the "Taumaturgical syringes™ exhibition. Where a part of
the famous collection has been exposed in the Cinquecentine aisle of the
Leone Museum.

Bergaglio owned an old pharmacy in Portacomaro, near Asti, next to a
“simple garden” where he cultivated vines in order to produce the well-
know wine “barbera la Speziera” (13 degrees alcoholic), required
throughout Italy, Vercelli included. Moreover he not only was the creator
of the promotion of the Gavi, but also an historian and a guardian of the
tradition of his territory. He has been the leader and soul of the pro-loco
of Gavi for many years, and at the beginning of the 70s he founded the
order obertengo of knights of raviolo, better known as the confraternity
of raviolo.

The premiere of the exhibition was great in number of participants. At the
Leone museum, in the courtyard of casa Alciati, there were over a
hundred people between fans and curious, there was his niece Paola
Negro and a representative of the confraternity of raviolo, whose
chancellor emphasized:

“when we remember and talk about Carletto, we are happy and excited
because he was an important part of our life”.

Giovanni Cipriani, professor of modern history at the university of
florence and passionate scholar and expert in the istory of pharmacy,
entrusted the inaugural lecture.

As stated by Gianni Mentigazzi, the president of Leone museum, the
theme of the exhibition with its original and curious pieces that tell
centuries of history of medicine and pharmacy and stories of everyday
life, has a scientific and anthropological value.

Mentigazzi speaks words of esteem and gratitude to Bagliani, for his gift
to the city of a "unicum” which is the Museum of Pharmacy . Since 2014
it works for the promotion of historical-scientific culture combined with
the cultural activities of the Lion.

From the day and night enema in pewter to those in metal and wood dating
from the eighteenth and the twentieth centuries, and then pitals in glass or
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ceramic of the most sought after and decorated manufactories (sevres and
limonges), parrots, comode, bourdalue or quaresimali, colombine, also
called canard because of their shape that recalls the duck, that were used
to make the sick drink or to give him medicine in bed. Even the travel
bidet of Queen Margherita of Savoy.

And then mortars, books, instruments of laboratory, medicinal
preparations and pharmaceutical curiosities collected by the gaviese
pharmacist such as books and pharmacopoeias between the seventeenth
and nineteenth centuries.

The enema, or "lavativo”, is a practice tested all over the years.
Acording to the legend, it was born in egypt from the misinterpreted
observation of the ibis’ behaviour, which injects water into the intestine
with its beak.

"The most ancient enemas,” Cipriani explained,"consisted of a bag of ox
with inserted in its inside a bamboo cane or a long-necked dried gurd.
The paternity of the syringe to clistere can be traced back to the fiftheenth
century thanks to Marco gattinara (or gatenaria), a doctor from vercelli
who in the treaty de clisteribus describes the improvement of his
instrument.

The practice of enema not only was good to purify the intestine, but also
was prescribed by doctors to improve the complexion, to treat the
melancholy, to reanimate, for the intrauterine baptism of the fetus, against
syphilis and even in the practice of exorcism.

In the seventeenth century the enema had a corroborating function, which
involved the use of broth of selected meats, which in part was then
absorbed throughout the intestine as nourishment.

The Sun King had an extensive use of the supreme remedy, add Cipriani,
as well as the Marquise of Pompadur, who owned a silver collection.
Napoleon had a field version that was carried in the theaters of war. And
then night and day vases of particular shapes and precious porcelain.
The most curious? Those who had indiscreet eyes painted on the bottom.
Nothing scandalous because in the past there was the motto naturalia non
suntturpia.

At the end of the great opening, guests are welcomed to the Pharmacy
Museum for a guided tour organised by doctor Carlo Bagliani.

The exhibition, created with the support of the Cassa di Risparmio di
Vercelli Foundation and the Patronage of the Municipality and of the
Medici Association, was open until 14th October 2018.
