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        Message from the president  

 Dear fellow members of the Academy  

Our Academcy recognises and celebrates the achievements of those who 

have made a distinguished contribution to the history of pharmacy. These 
achievements are demonstrated in a range of ways, from the publication of 

papers, monographs and chapters in books, to lectures, workshops and 
presentations at conferences. Such activities are underpinned by original 

research, involving skills in literature searching, an understanding of 

historical methods, and a thorough knowledge of pharmacy history itself. 

The future our field of study depends on a steady flow of younger people 
taking an interest in the history of pharmacy and wishing to explore it 

further. For this to happen they need to be introduced to it in an engaging 

and positive way. For students of pharmacy this needs to begin at university. 
Yet in most countries history of pharmacy has all but disappeared from the 

curriculum, if in fact it was there in the first place. 

With rapid advances in medical science and practice, and the consequences 

of this for those who work with medicines, pharmacy educators are clearly 
under great pressure to fit in ever more biological, medical and social 

science, with the aim of producing pharmacy graduates who can practice at 
a high level of professionalism and deliver against the ever increasing 

expectations of both governments and public. 

Not surprisingly then, few schools of pharmacy can find time for even a 

rudimentary level of teaching of the history of pharmacy, with the result that 
many pharmacy graduates now leave university without any understanding 

of the evolution of the profession, of how previous generations of 

pharmacists lived and worked, of the medicines they made, and what the 
milestones in pharmacy’s development have been. 

This represents a substantial challenge to all those committed to promoting 
the history of pharmacy. It needs to be taken up at all levels; with national 

bodies that decide pharmacy curricula; with heads of Schools of Pharmacy 
who have influence locally; with individual academics who can include history 

of pharmacy in their lectures; and to bodies representing students 

themselves. Members of the Academy can also play a part in demonstrating 
the value of pharmacy’s history. 

But a better understanding and appreciation of the history of pharmacy 

amongst pharmacy students will not of itself lead to a secure and prosperous 

field of study. The lifeblood of the field is original research and publications, 
and we need to do what we can to increase the opportunities for people to 

carry these out. Yet opportunities for pharmacy students to pursue masters 
and doctoral degrees in the history of pharmacy seem to be decreasing 

rather than increasing. 

In many countries much of what we consider to be history of pharmacy 

research, including social and cultural studies around medicines and their 
supply, is being carried out not in Schools of Pharmacy but in Centres for the 

History of Medicine. Indeed several history graduates are carrying out 
important studies relating to the history of pharmacy in such centres.   

The fact that such research is being carried out is to be greatly welcomed, 
and the support of Centres for the History of Medicine  and their funders is 

to be applauded. History of pharmacy benefits greatly by such involvement. 
But the reality is that, once they have completed their doctoral studies, most 

history students move on to other topics in the history of medicine, and their 

expertise is lost to the history of pharmacy. 

Academy members might like to consider what more they can do to secure 
the future of our field of study.

France  

The French Society of History of Pharmacy prepares 
actively the international Congress on History of Pharmacy 
which will be held in Paris ( September 10-13 2013)  

One of the main topics will be organized around 
Parmentier's interests (military pharmacy, alimentation, 
chemistry of food, ...). It will be an opportunity to celebrate 
the 200th anniversary of his death in 1813.  

Another important topic will concern the history of the 
societies interested in history of pharmacy (the first society 
was founded in France in 1913, one century ago).  

The location of the Congress will be in a place called "Les 
Cordeliers", in the center of Paris. It is part of the University 
: Inside the "Quartier latin", rue de l’école de médecine. 

This place has been, for several centuries, a famous place for 
thought. Before it was dedicated to research and medical 
teaching, it has been an important centre for religious 
teaching in the Middle Ages and one of the most famous 
places for the political clubs during the French Revolution. 

From 1234 to 1571, Franciscan monks built, on a former 
vineyard, given to them by Saint-Louis, a convent including 
a school of theology, two cloisters, a refectory, a large 
church and a garden, all of it constituting a large teaching 
centre competing with Sorbonne University.  

In 1789, the monks were driven away by the 
Revolutionaries. The refectory was chosen to be the place of 
meetings on “Human  and citizen rights” Society, well 
known under the term "Club des Cordeliers". All citizens 
were allowed to go there and to hear the talks of French 
revolutionaries such as Desmoulins, Danton, Hébert and 
Marat. In 1795, the French State decided to install a health 
school but everything was destroyed at the beginning of the 
19° century except the refectory and the cloister. An hospital 
for the School of Medicine, was then built and called  
"Hôpital de l'Observance", dedicated to rare and complex 
cases. It was finally closed in 1829 and destroyed in 1872 to 
build a part of the Medicine University of Paris. Finally 
Paris City became the owner of the site in 1875 with the 
obligation to maintain it for the Medicine University.
