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Message from the president

Dear fellow members of the Academy

When the Academy was established in 1952 its primary aim was to confer
recognition on those in each country who had achieved particularly
outstanding contributions in the history of pharmacy. But it also had a number
of secondary functions; through the linkages produced through its recognition
programme it could facilitate international collaboration, stimulate research in
the history of pharmacy, and foster the international exchange of information
about current work in the field.

Today those engaged in research in the history of pharmacy have a diversity
of backgrounds; some scholars initially trained in pharmacy have since
acquired the skills of the historian; some historians have adopted pharmacy as
their area of study; and pharmaceutical history research has been carried out
by others with backgrounds in chemistry, botany and microbiology, amongst
other fields. All are now represented amongst the current membership of the
Academy.

Today the opportunities for international collaboration and exchange of
information would have been unimaginable to our Founders; online catalogues
give us instant access to depositories around the world; email allows us to ask
questions, raise queries and provide advice rapidly across continents; whilst
international congresses provide opportunities for personal contact and the
building of longer term relations.

In recent years an emerging trend has been the development of workshops
targetted on a specific topic and often with the explicit intention of publishing
a book. Invitations to such workshops are usually both open and international.
They are often sponsored by one or more funding agencies, and they are
usually held in the location of the initiating editors, scholars recognised as
experts in their field.

One such workshop was held recently in Madison, Wisconsin. Its title was
‘Organizing the World of Healing Goods: Materia Medica, Pharmacopoeias and the
Codification of Therapeutic Knowledge in the Early Modern World" and it
brought together over a dozen researchers working on this topic. Subjects
varied from individual plant medicines to early pharmacopoeias, and countries
examined included Italy, Canada, US, UK and Mexico.

The workshop generated many exciting ideas that will be of great value in
preparing for the next International Congress for the History of Pharmacy
being held in Warsaw in September 2017 which has pharmacopoeias as one of
its themes, and also for the next one in Washington in September 2019 as
American marks the 200" anniversary of the US Pharmacopoeia.

Previous workshops have been carried out under the auspices of "DRUGS” a
Research Networking Programme of the European Science Foundation,
although this came to an end in February 2013. One such workshop was held
in Lyon, France in December 2011 on the subject of ‘standards and drug use
outside the pharmacy’ which covered a wide range of topics including
unpredictable side-effects and their consequences, second lives of drugs,
patients as consumers, and the regulation of drugs markets.

An earlier workshop under the same programme was entitled ‘Standard drugs
and drug standards: A comparative historical study of pharmaceuticals in the
20th century.” This too brought together a wide range of participants from a
wide range of backgrounds, including both social and cultural historians and
pharmaceutical historians.

Members of our Academy have been present at all these workshops, and they
have been the embodiment of international collaboration. They have
stimulated research in the history of pharmacy, and fostered the international
exchange of information about current work in the field. And they lead to
publications that remind us that today history of pharmacy is a collaboration
between scholars from a wide range of backgrounds.

France

The French Society of History of Pharmacy has had a very
active 2015 year. Our two communication tools (our journal
« Revue d’Histoire de la Pharmacie » and Internet site
www.shp-asso.org) were quite productive. Our web site has
been publishing every month a temporary exhibition for 6
years (we are now at the 84™ exhibit), the last ones being
related to "Pharmacists in history" and "The history of galenic
forms”. Concerning our journal (Revue d'Histoire de la
Pharmacie), its scanning is now over and it is accessible via
Internet starting from 1913 up to 2009. This year 2015, our
journal has published 31 studies and more than 540 pages. We
have had also 4 meetings in addition to the Istanbul Congress
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where 28 presentations were made on various subjects.
Finally, several members of the French society of history of
pharmacy were part of congresses, meeting, and teaching
courses in France and other countries. The SHP have been
part as well of several events related to the 100" anniversary
of the death of Nicolas Lemery (1645-1715). This anniversary
was an opportunity for the French Society of History of
pharmacy to do an exhibit on Lémery within the Faculté de
Pharmacie in Paris.

Our society was also involved in several events dedicated to
war gas used during the First World War and the key role of
French physicians and pharmacists at that time. The French
society also participated with the General Council of Cotes
d’Armor region (West part of France) in order to organize an
exhibit between May and September 2015 in Ploezal on “Des
hommes et des plantes qui soignent” (Men and herbs that
cure), which wanted first to remind the history of
pharmacopoeias from prehistory to the 21 century.

Finally, members of SHP were able to visit Burgundy
apothecaries from the 12 to the 14™ of June, as well as the
Middle Age museum in Paris in December of 2015. Pierre
Labrude was in charge of the scientific direction of the
Thomas Bernard thesis « History of the Sain-Pierre pharmacy
from its origines to nowadays » in Nancy, 30th of March
2015.

La Société d’Histoire de la Pharmacie (SHP) vécu une année
2015 tres active. Les deux organes de communication de la
SHP : la Revue d’Histoire de la Pharmacie et le site Internet
www.shp-asso.org ont tous les deux eté dynamiques. Notre
site publie tous les mois depuis 6 ans une exposition
temporaire (84°™ exposition en cours), les derniéres ayant
porté sur "Les pharmaciens dans 1’histoire » et sur "L’histoire
des formes galéniques». En ce qui concerne la Revue, elle est
toujours accessible sur Internet sur la base de données Persée,
jusqu'a I'année 2009. Au cours de 1’année 2015, notre Revue a
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fait paraitre 31 études et aura un volume global de plus de 540
pages. Par ailleurs, nous avons tenu 4 séances et participé au
congrés d’Istanbul qui ont permis d’entendre 28
communications sur des sujets tres divers. Nous avons en
effet eu le plaisir de participer activement au Congres
International a Istanbul. Enfin, plusieurs membres de la SHP
ont participé a des réunions, congres et journées d’étude ainsi
qu’a des enseignements d’histoire de la pharmacie en France
et dans d’autres pays. Nous avons eu aussi plusieurs
manifestations a 1’occasion du tricentenaire de la mort de
Nicolas Lémery (1645-1715).

The American Pharmacists Association (APhA) Foundation
announced Dennis Worthen, PhD, as the recipient of the 2015
APhA Foundation Jacob W. Miller Award. He was selected
in recognition of his commitment and contributions to the
APhA Foundation for more than 20 years. The Jacob W.
Miller Award recognizes an individual who has advanced the
mission of the APhA Foundation by demonstrating active
involvement in Foundation programs, exemplary support in
establishing and/or maintaining APhA Foundation initiatives,

or outstanding leadership in carrying out the mission of the
APhA Foundation. It was established in 2000 to honor the
extraordinary service of Jacob W. Miller, who served as
president of the APhA Foundation from 1991 to 2000.

Worthen was an APhA Foundation board member from 2005
to 2008, and served as vice president for two of those years.
He also served as the chair of the Foundation’s Advisory
Committee and led the effort to include student leaders on the
committee. Worthen and his wife established the Dennis and
Patricia Worthen APhA Academy of Student Pharmacists
(APhA-ASP) Presidential Award through the APhA
Foundation in 2003. This award recognizes the tremendous
leadership and commitment provided to student pharmacists
by the president and president-elect of APhA-ASP. The
president receives a $1,000 stipend and a mounted eagle
award; the president-elect receives a $500 stipend. Worthen
also supported student programs by leading the transfer of the
George F. Archambault Scholarship to the APhA Foundation
in 2012.

Worthen’s other contributions to the Foundation include
donating royalties of his book, “Heroes of Pharmacy:
Professional Leadership in Times of Change,” to the
organization, and consulting as a historian on the Women in
Pharmacy Exhibit and Conference Room.
