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        Message from the president  

  Dear fellow members of the Academy  

Many of us have recently returned home, having spent an enjoyable and 

informative few days in Berlin at the 40th Congress of the International Society 
for the History of Pharmacy. This was also the 35th meeting of members of the 

Academy. As members will be aware, the Academy was founded in 1952, so next 
year we celebrate our 60th anniversary. 

The Academy itself therefore now has a substantial history of its own. One of the 
original hopes of our founders was to establish a permanent library somewhere, 

which would also provide a home for the Academy’s archives. However, in the 
absence of such a permanent home there is a danger that the early history of the 

Academy itself will be lost. 

To mark our 60th anniversary the Executive Committee (‘the High Chamber’) is 

considering producing a complete and comprehensive list of all members by 
country, from 1952 until today. We have now put together a draft based on the 

best information available to us at present. This is attached as an Annex to this 

number of Communications.  

The list is in two parts, each arranged in alphabetical order of country. The first 
part lists those members who have since died; you will see that there are some 

about whose country of origin we are not sure. The second part lists current 

members on our circulation list. If you can provide any additional information or 
corrections please send these either to myself (at stuart.anderson@lshtm.ac.uk) 

or to our general secretary. 

I am also keen to have available as accurate a translation as we can produce of 

the Latin text that appears on the Academy’s Diploma. The Latin text which 
appears on the lady’s diploma is as follows:  

Mulier clarissima et doctissima, quippe qui de pharmaciae 

historia optime prosperri meque meruerit, sodalis academiae 

mundanae ad explorandam pharmaciae hsitoriam in Batavorum 
urbe Haga Comitis conditae secundum academiae leges vocatus 

atque assumptus est. Quod hac tabula ab academiae praeside et 
eiusdem secretario subscripta sigilloque academiae exornata 

sollemniter confirmatur. 

I attempted a loose translation of this into English at the Academy’s Ceremonial 

Meeting in Berlin. I am grateful to those of you who kindly made further 
corrections and comments about this. I am also aware that the most accurate 

translation from Latin does always make the most sense in English. For example 

Academiae strictly translates as ‘university,’ and ‘Haga Comitis’ has usually been 
translated as ‘High Chamber.’ 

Perhaps older members of the Academy are aware of an earlier translation, or of 

the English, French, German, or Dutch text from which the Latin text was derived. 

The best I have at the moment (for ladies) is:   

This most noble and learned woman has demonstrated distinction in the 
history of pharmacy, and very much deserves membership of this 

International Academy for the History of Pharmacy. Membership is 

founded on the laws of the High Chamber of the Academy in the city of 
Leiden in the Netherlands. The Academy authorises its High Chamber to 

award membership. When adorned with the signatures of the president 
and secretary, the solemn rites of the Academy are confirmed. 

I look forward to hearing from members with amendments to both the complete 
list of members and to the translation of the Diploma.

Poland 

Nous avons appris le décès de l'un de nos membres p olonais, 
le Dr. Krzysztof Kmie ć (1950-2011) 

One of the most popular and liked Polish pharmacists, Dr. Krzysztof 
Kmieć, died on March 13, 2011 in Krakow. He was born in the town 
of Cieplice but almost all life was tied to Kraków. He graduated from 
pharmacy and took his doctor’s degree in pharmacognosy in 
Jagiellonian University. He worked at the Chair of Pharmacognosy 
of Jagiellonian University and carried out research on medicinal 
plants, especially chestnut tree.  

Dr. Kmieć dealt with medicinal plants in one interesting way more, 
making bookplates with various technologies. He was an author of 
nearly 3,0 thousands of bookplates. Their subject matter was 
pharmacy, medicine, music, nature, religion, sport, mountains, etc. 
He had 130 individual exhibitions and more than 150 collective 
ones. 

As a keen globetrotter, he visited more than 30 exotic countries, 
among others Indie, Mexico, Afghanistan, and Nepal. He reached 
even Spitsbergen and the Baikal Lake. As a historian of pharmacy, 
he wrote several papers and books, especially about chestnut tree 
and other medicinal plants in literature. From 2009, he was a 
Member of the International Academy for the History of Pharmacy. 
As an active member of the Polish Pharmaceutical Society, he was 
decorated with some orders and medals.

Later in the same month he gave an illustrated talk entitled 
‘Pharmacy, Medicines and Quakers in Great Britain 1 650 to 
1950,’ which was included in the programme of the Hitchin 
Festival, held each year in Hertfordshire. This is an annual 
lecture which commemorates Miss V E Lewis, who donated the 
contents of her pharmacy to Hitchin Museum.
